
COMMUNITY PRESERVATION COMMITTEE 

 MINUTES 

October 10, 2023 

  

A regular meeting of the Community Preservation Committee (CPC) was held on Tuesday, October 10, 

2023 at 6:00 pm via remote participation through Zoom.  Present were Bart Hoskins (Chair), Carole 

Hamilton (Vice Chair), John Boris, Joy Livramento-Bryant and Kate Martin. Also present was Patti 

Kelleher of the City of Salem Department of Planning & Community Development. Not present: Bob
